10. Describe the game of Duodecim Scripta:
Two players sat across from each other and placed their 15 black or white pieces (presumably stacked) on the first square on their side of the board. The players each tossed a set of three dice from a cup and would move their pieces according to the value of the throw.
11. Distinguish between teserae and tali:

Four marked faces on the dice was called Tali, and the other one Tesserae.
12. What is the difference between Roman dice and the dice we use today?

The numbers were arranged such that any two opposite sides would add up to seven.
13. What modern board game is Terni Lapilli identical to?

To modern Tic-Tac-Toe.
14. What are examples of “treasures” that could be won from playing Patole?
